Trade Zone Status, interstate access and a strong workforce Team Hardinger was drawn
to the Barkeyville Industrial Park with the help of a major supplier in Grove City and the

Eastern Mercer County Regional Development Corporation.



Earlier this month the ORA sealed the deal with Team Hardinger to build their
new 120,000 square foot facility on 40 acres land. Team Hardinger will use this facility
for logistics/distribution, sub-assembly work and crate manufacturing. The company will
initially employ up 26 new employees with much potential for growth.
